September 26 and the 1st October 2008 in Malmo.

Selectors of the films for the Nordisk Panorama 09 were
Mrs. Karin Johansson-Mex, managing director of Filmkontakt
Nord and Nordisk panorama film festival, and Mr. Miroljub
Vuckovie, director of Film Center Serbia. The cinema programmed
proved to be the largest ever, consisting of 34 films (total duration:
1005 minutes). Selected Nordic documentary, Nordic short, Doc
Lounge and Finnish short films were highly ranked and awarded at
the prestige international film festivals.

For the first time the Belgrade Festival introduced parallel
activities. Besides the main cinema programmed the encounter of
screenwriters and directors coming from the two regions was held in

Inauguration organized on Saturday, 14 February, at the
Cinema Hall of the Belgrade Cultural Center, at 9 p.m.

The Festival was inaugurated on Saturday evening by two co-
selectors of the film program Mrs. Karin Johansson-Mex, managing
director of the Filmkontakt Nord and Nordisk Panorama - Five Cities
Film Festival and Mr. Miroljub Vuckovic, director of the Film Center
Serbia.

inaugurated the Belgrade Festival pointed out the specific character




of this unique cultural manifestation that takes place alternately in five
cities of the Nordic region, thus changing its host every year.

Krog.

Follow-up perspectives for cooperation with Filmkontakt
Nord

The Nordisk Panorama's sixth edition is a milestone in history of
Nordisk Panorama festival in Serbia, making a step forward in
establishing Nordic-Balkan cooperation in the field of film production.
In this regard, an encounter between Mrs. Karin Johansson-Mex and
local film producers and film makers of short and documentary films
was organized in the premises of Film Center Serbia, within the parallel

programme of Nordisk Panorama 09.

As the managing director of both Filmkontakt Nord and Nordisk
Panorama film festival, Mrs. Karin Johansson-Mex presented the ways
of support for production, distribution, marketing and sale of short
films in the Nordic countries for the attending audience. In addition,
discussion about possibilities of cooperation between Balkan and
Nordic region in finance support for film production in South East

Europe was initiated.
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After its premier in Belgrade (february 2009), the Festival takes
place in other local towns throughout Serbia. The film screenings are
regularly organized in more than twenty cities throughout Serbia (Novi
Sad, Zrenjanin, Ni$, Leskovac, Sopot, Obrenovac, Lazarevac Beo¢in,

Gornji Milanovac, Pancevo etc) and Bosnia and Hercegovina.
